Abstract: [maximum 200 words] The abstract should summarize the key research question(s), the research methodology, the research results and the critical discussion and argumentation of the full paper including limitations. It can provide key data and present recommendations. It can optionally contain the literature basis in the beginning and an outlook of future research in the end. The abstract is mandatory and it has to be submitted before the first submission deadline (for abstracts only) in an anonymized version: The full paper (including the abstract) has to be submitted before the second submission deadline (for full papers), also in an anonymized version.
Keywords: [maximum 6 keywords] First keyword, second keyword, third keyword, fourth keyword, fifth keyword, sixth keyword.

1. Introduction

The section Introduction is mandatory.
The introduction should contain an overview of the whole paper but should not summarize it in total and should not present all results: It should provide a short entry into the topic and objectives of the paper. The introduction should be limited to a half page then.

It can also contain a discussion of relevant literature and controversial opinions including clarification of own position: Then it can be longer than a half page. It is also possible to provide this discussion of relevant literature and controversial opinions including clarification of own position in one of the following sections but such a critical discussion has to be included somewhere (see below on section Discussion).

2. Section Title and whole Body Text

Body text is only limited by the maximum page count of 8 pages including title, abstract, keywords and references.

In general, you have to follow the latest APA style! 
For your convenience, we have already used and adjusted the required standard formatting in this template, so that you can easily use and amend it: Do not change the formatting of this template and follow all given and already adjusted formats.

The structure of the full paper (after title, abstract and keywords) should be:

1. Introduction (mandatory, see above)

2. As many sections as needed and appropriate

3. Discussion (optional, see below)

4. Conclusion (mandatory, see below)

5. References (mandatory, see below)

And there should be a free line after each numbered or bulleted list (as here after the example of the list of sections for the structure of the paper)

2.1. Sub-sections

Please do not use many sub-sections and try to avoid them in general. Use sub-sections only if necessary and if it makes sense.

Here we are using sub-section because the following sub-sections are belonging as sub-topics to the sections 2 "Section Title and whole Body Text".

2.2. Quotations

Use straight, double inverted commas ("…") for quotations. Do not use apostrophes or accents.

Quotations of up to three lines are inline quotations, i.e. they appear in the normal flow of the text as in this example: "This is a quite short inline quotation" (Smith 2002, p. 132).

Quotations longer than three lines are block quotations, i.e. they consist of an indented paragraph of their own. Please use block quotations sparingly as in the following example:

"This is a very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very very long block quotation" (Smith 2002, p. 132).

2.3. Citations

Citations appear in the text rather than as footnotes. Please do not insert footnotes that consist only of bibliographic references. 

Citations should have the following form: 

· within the text: "... according to Smith (2002) ..." or "... according to Smith (2002, p. 132) with page reference, and

· at the end of a text/sentence: "... (Smith, 2002)." or "... (Smith, 2002, p. 132)." with page reference.

A complete list of references will appear at the end of the paper. And as already mentioned above, there should be a free line after each bulleted list.

2.4. Figures and Tables

Figures and tables should be included in the text at the right position and should be numbered separately. They should be understandable by themselves through a meaningful title and a complete and meaningful legend and descriptions. The figures and tables are counting to the page limit of eight pages (as everything counts to the page limit), see the following examples for a figure and for a table:

3. Discussion
The section Discussion is optional but discussions have to take place somewhere in the paper!

Please note that you are requested to include two different discussions:

1. Within the introduction or within one of the following sections, a discussion of relevant literature and controversial opinions including clarification of own position should be provided (see above on section Introduction).

2. A second discussion should take place here in this section to critically analyse and question the main achievements and results of the paper including the discussion of their limitations and potential impact, of relations to other findings and approaches and of further research demands. This discussion can also be integrated in the section Conclusions if preferred and appropriate (see below on section Conclusions).

Both discussions are needed for a better understanding and positioning of your opinion and achievements.

4. Conclusions
The section Conclusions is mandatory.

The section Conclusion should summarize the main achievements and results. It should also go beyond by presenting applications and usage scenarios as well as further research plans: The conclusions should be limited to one page then.

It is also possible to provide the second required discussion (to critically analyse and question the main achievements and results of the paper including the discussion of their limitations and potential impact, of relations to other findings and approaches and of further research demands) within the conclusions (see above section Discussion): Then the section can be longer than one page.

5. References

A full bibliography of all works cited must be included after the main body of the text. The title of this section must be "References". Bibliographic entries are by the surname of the 1st author in alphabetical order. APA citation style in the latest version is mandatory.
